 Travel in program provided vehicles to and from the activity. 

 Act in a mature and responsible manner while participating in the activity. 

 

All students are expected to participate in all activities and will be marked absent if they choose not to participate. 

The one exception will be for activities/outings that are planned for an extended day (9:00am – 3:30 pm). Students 

are still expected to participate in the extended day activities, but parents do have the option of allowing their child 

to work at home. Work will be provided for those students who stay home.
